Initial Windage Setup

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Loosen the windage lock and adjust the pin

to centershot.

Retighten the windage locR (a hex Rey can be used,
but please do not over-tighten).

Initial Elevation Setup
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Move the yardage adjustment arm all the way down and
tighten the yardage lock screw (the aperture should be in
its highest position).

. The yardage pointer should now be aligned with the 20-yard
mark on the pre-installed yardage tape

. Loosen the elevation screws and vertically adjust the aperture
until sighted in at 20 yards (do not move the yardage
adjustment arm during this step). Retighten the elevation lock
screws (do not over-tighten).

To Replace Batteries:

1. Unscrew the battery cover.

2. Install the CR2032 battery “+" side out.
3. Replace battery cover.

. Pick a second yardage distance (40 yard minimum is recommended)

and sight in the pin by moving the yardage adjustment arm up.

. When the second distance is sighted in, place a mark on the yardage

tape and move back the adjustment arm to the 20-yard position.

. Carefully match the two yardage marRks (e.g., 20 and 40 yards) with

the pre-printed tapes.

. Carefully install the new tape on the bracket. Be sure to match the

20-yard mark on the new tape with the pointer setting in its lowest
position (20-yard position).

Itis recommended that you confirm the accuracy of the pre-printed
tape for all distances that you intend to shoot.

Install the adjustable yardage stop (see warning below).

Left-hand Adjustment

1. Flip the bracket upside down.

2. Remove the screw from the windage slide, rotate the aperture
180 degrees and re-install the screw on the opposite side of the
aperture (do not over-tighten).

3. Re-install the adjustable yardage stop.

Quiver Mounting

1. Quiver can be mounted directly to the bracket using the two
threaded quiver mounting holes. (see illustration)

2. The optional quiver mounting plate can also be used for greater
mounting options. (see illustration)

install and inspect your archery equipment prior to shooting.
